1. Download both the Power Point and the Window Media File to the same folder. (Note: Right click on the media file to save it, or it will begin playing from its current location.)
2. Open the slide show in order to edit the link to the sound file.

3. Click on the speaker icon in the lower left corner of the first slide. Now press delete on the keyboard.

4. On the toolbar, click Insert, go down the list to Movies and Sounds and then select Sound from File.

5. A popup window will appear.  Find the pbssong.mp3 file in the folder where you saved it, select the file and then click OK.
6. Click on the Automatically button on the next popup window.

7. Reposition the icon that will appear in the center of the slide.  (Move it to the lower left corner so it’s out of the way.)
8. Right click on the icon and select Custom Animation (a new toolbox will appear on the right side of the workspace).
9. Click on the song file and select Timing from the drop down menu. (Mac users will select Media Options)

10. On the popup window that will appear select the Effect tab, check the After box and enter 36 in the number of slides box.

11. Click on OK and save your changes in PowerPoint. (Mac users will click OK twice)
